Drawing and Painting in Florence ART 376s/t  (3 hrs credit)
   This class will be an interactive experience between the city of Florence and the student through drawing and painting.  The class will focus on essential skills needed for landscape painting and drawing.  An idea will be introduced at the beginning of class and then the students will be taken out as a group into the city to explore it individually.

Week 1.  Studies in 1 and 2 point perspective and painting in grisaille.

Week 2.  Studies in rendering light and shadow.  Sighting and drawing negative space.

Week 3.  Studies in color.  Basic color theory and the use of temperature in color.

Week 4.  Studies in composition.  Creating a dynamic image.

Requirements 
Students are required to provide their own art supplies.  These can be brought from home or purchased in Paris.  Students are required to show up to class on time, with all their supplies, ready to paint.  Do to the mobile nature of the class acrylic materials will be used.
