ART 376: Modern and Postmodern Two Dimensional Media
3 credits (45 contact hours)   *NOTE: This class can be taken for painting, photography, or studio art credit

Course Description: For the final leg of the New Millennium Grand Tour, we will travel to London to study evolution of modern art philosophy over the last century, especially in the area of painting and photography. As in the other legs of the Grand Tour, emphasis will be placed on the development of the idea of the self, especially how it relates to contemporary art trends. 

Before the course begins, students will be asked research and write a paper each on Modernism and Post Modernism. Each papers will be 200-300 words with a bibliography of three credible ART sources (not Wikipedia) minimum. For each paper, clearly state the philosophy of the movement. Then discuss the history of the movement in 2 dimensional art ONLY using three representative artists (one photographer, one painter and one 2D artist of your choice). Discuss one representative art work by each artist (3 total-include photographs) to illustrates your points. Conclude by voicing your well reasoned opinion of the movement in light of current trends.  

We will be based in the contemporary, cutting-edge Whitechapel gallery located in London’s East End. From there, during this two week program, we will spend a good portion of our time in the city itself, visiting the plethora of contemporary art galleries found in this major international city. Through visits, lectures and reflections we will explore contemporary art theory and practice as they relate to the 2D studio arts. Students will read four articles during the course by George Levine, Irving Howe, Umberto Eco and David Brooks. All articles deal with the concept of self and contemporary art and/or society. As a result of taking this class, students will be better able to apply contemporary art theory to his/her personal art work and practices.
